The proposed amendment would require candidates to
run against each other in a “regular election” in October
of each odd-numbered year; any candidate receiving
more than 50% of votes in said election shall be declared
the winner; where no candidate receives more than 50%
of votes, a run-off election shall be held 28 days later;
and the outcome of a tie vote in a run-off election shall
be decided by lot.
